Make sure 
you use “SR, JR, SO, FR” for grades.  Also, reminder for USA 
swimmers, you need to have their USA number on your entry in 
order for their times at Districts and States to be loaded into the 
swims database. 
 

1. All swimmers and divers must be on the eligibility sheet to be  entered 
in the swimming/diving tournament. Eligibility sheets listing all 
contestants must be mailed or faxed to the District Meet Manager by 
Tuesday January 19th, 2010.  

2. Entry times must be indicated for the events. No changes in these times 
can be made after the entry deadline.

VII. Facility procedures at Fremont Ross High School

c. Swimmers should not be in the upper or lower deck stands during the competitions. 
d. Marshals will be enforcing the rules, so let’s avoid any problems. 
e. Parents are not allowed on the deck at any time, unless they are serving in a meet 

operation capacity. 
f. Coaches and Swimmers are asked to avoid congestion area and viewing areas such as the 

scoreboard.  
g. Results will be posted in lobby 
h.    As per State Health Department and National Federation guidelines, there   
 will be NO SHAVING DOWN in any area of the Fremont Ross High School.

Reminders: 
 

 Warm-up Pool (4-lanes) will be open for warm-up throughout the meet.  One-Hand on deck to 
enter the pool will be enforced and there is NO diving in the shallow lanes.   

 Relay Cards will be in your coaching packet which you can get from the coaches office. Please 
turn these into the timing office personnel or in the coaches meeting.  Make sure you put any 
alternates on your relay cards.  After you submit your card, the only swimmers eligible to compete 
on any relay must appear on the card.  You can not scratch or declare false start a swimmer from 
an individual event to put them on a third relay as it would be a 5th event entered. 

 It is illegal to shave down in this facility.  Swimmers will be ejected if they violate this OHSAA 
rule. 

 Only one swimmer (lap counter) may be on the bulkhead during the 500 freestyle. 
 Please keep food off the deck; we want to keep our decks clean.  Water bottles are the only 

acceptable drink allowed on the deck or in the stands. 
 Banners may be hung from the sound proofing panels located on the East and South Walls of the 

pool.  No banners will be allowed to be hung from the upper deck viewing areas.   
 Please monitor your swimmers and have them clean up their areas at the end of the meet.

Guideline Reminders for Entries to Sectional: 
 

 Scratch Procedures- to replace an individual after the February 8th, 2010 entry deadline for the 
Sectional, permission will be granted for medical reasons ONLY- one must have an M.D. excuse 
in writing.  A swimmer may be replaced only; the line up can not be changed.  

 
District Swimming Qualifiers: 
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 Each Sectional will automatically qualify one (1) Division I and one (1) Division II individual for 
girls and for boys, with the remainder of the field of thirty two (32) advancing at-large.  NOTE! 
This is New.  Each Sectional will automatically qualify one (1) Division I and one (1) Division 
II Relay for girls and for boys, with the remainder of the field of twenty-four (24) advancing 
at-large. 

 
District Diving Qualifiers: 
 

 Diving will be at-large with the top 32 11-dive scores from the sectional meets advancing to the 
District Meet from each division.
